Background Note

With a population of just over 2000, North Tawton is an ancient market town situated within the West Devon countryside and positioned alongside the river Taw, close to Dartmoor National Park.
North Tawton Town Council consists of twelve elected or co-opted members and acts as a Parish Council working within the West Devon Borough Council local authority and Central Devon Parliament. The Chairman is elected annually by the Town Councillors.

In addition to providing local services and governance for residents, the Council are also responsible for administration of the local Cemetery and its members are Trustees of the Frank Henson Gibbings Memorial Park and also of the Durant Trust which provides funding for local voluntary and membership organisations. The Council maintain an office in the town square which is open to the public for four days a week.
